He has exhibited works in Mexico City, Virginia, Washington D.C, Mary-
land, Chicago and Los Angeles. He also has received awards in local and international competitions. Scott's 
works can be found at the Wally Workman Gallery in Austin, Texas and at the Los Angeles County Museum 
of Art, Sales and Rental Gallery. He is an active member and current vice president of the Valley Artist Guild 
in Los Angeles. He is also a member of the International Guild of Realism and artist member of the California 
Art Club. Scott is currently on tour with the Realism Guild in a two year traveling museum exhibition that ex-
plores the current state of realism in the 21st century.

   An affinity for wild creatures is a clue to a big heart and Joette Snyder is the personification of a big heart.
